BUT SITES ARE STILL AVAILABLE IN MANY LOCATIONS

The website also allows campers to search for campgrounds by region and by specific amenity so they can find the type of park that best suits their travel needs. Not all campgrounds offer online reservations. Additionally, some campgrounds only offer a fraction of their sites for booking online and hold the rest for people who call to make their reservations by phone. So it's always best to call to inquire about campsite availability.


Earlier this week, Anaheim Resort RV Park, Anaheim RV Village, and Campland on the Bay in San Diego were among the Southern California parks that still had sites available over Memorial Day weekend.


In the Bay Area, San Francisco / Petaluma KOA had sites available along with Sugar Barge RV Park & Marina on Bethel Island and Snug Harbor Resorts in Walnut Grove.


A wide variety of campsites were also still available in private campgrounds along the Northern California coast, including The Redwoods RV Resort in Crescent City, Dolphin Isle Marina in Fort Bragg and Kamp Klamath in Klamath.


In the Sierras, campgrounds with sites available over Memorial Day weekend include Angels Camp RV & Camping Resort, Far Horizons 49er Village RV Resort in Plymouth, Coloma Resort Camping on the American River, High Sierra RV and Mobile Park in Oakhurst, 49er RV Ranch in Columbia, Coachland RV Park in Truckee, Eagle Lake RV Park in Susanville and Pioneer RV Park in Quincy.
